The Coon Rapids Arts Commission shall provide the performing group and their designated
representatives sufficient access to the Performance Pavilion for set-up and sound check. The
Artist(s) shall designate an individual to oversee sound modifications before and during the
performance. The performance shall last 90 minutes.

The Coon Rapids Arts Commission shall, at all times, have complete supervision, direction,
and control over the services of Artist(s) on this engagement and expressly reserves the right to
control the manner, means, and details of the performance of the services by Artist(s) as well as
the ends to be accomplished. The Artist(s) and all of the above identified members shall
perform a performance at the date, time, and place listed above.

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The Artist(s) will be compensated in the amount of $ . Payment will be issued following
the performance. All or a portion of the payment may be forfeited if, in the opinion of the
Commission, the Artist(s) failed to comply with the terms of this contract.

The City of Coon Rapids and the Coon Rapids Arts Commission hold licenses from ASCAP
and BMI to play and perform music within the ASCAP and BMI repertoires.
Performers/Artists are responsible for obtaining any additional permission, rights or licenses
that may be necessary to perform music at events sponsored by the City or the Arts
Commission. By signing this agreement the Performer/Artist hereby agrees that they have the
proper permission, right or license to perform music not otherwise covered under the City
licenses and agrees to indemnify the City and Arts Commission from any claim of
infringement by an artist or performing rights agency

The Coon Rapids Arts Commission agrees to use its best efforts to promote and advertise the
engagement. Artist(s) agrees the Coon Rapids Arts Commission may use Artist(s) name,
pictures, photographs, and other likenesses in connection with advertising and publicizing the
engagement hereunder. The Coon Rapids Arts Commission’s right to use the Artist(s) name
begins with the execution of this agreement and terminates upon the date of cancellation of
engagement or upon completion thereof.

The Artist(s) gives permission for all or any portion of the performance hereunder to be
recorded, filmed, taped, or reproduced in any form whatsoever for replay by the Coon Rapids
Arts Commission or CTN Studios. The Artist(s) donates such recording or reproduction to the
Coon Rapids Arts Commission and CTN Studios. One DVD copy of the performance will be
provided to Artist(s) at no cost. The Artist(s) will not be responsible for any ASCAP fees that
might be required as a result of any replay of the performance by the Coon Rapids Arts
Commission or CTN Studios. The Coon Rapids Arts Commission and CTN Studios agree not
to distribute any copy of the recording or reproduction to a third party without the prior written
consent of the Artist(s).

The Coon Rapids Arts Commission will not be responsible for equipment left at the Civic
Center after the performance.

The Coon Rapids Arts Commission requests an 8x10 photograph of the performance
group/artist for their files.

Either Party to this contract may refuse or terminate the performance due to violation of any
law or regulation by the other Party, or any situation that the Party reasonably believes may be
hazardous to any person or property. If Artist(s) is unable to perform, Artist(s) will take
reasonable measures to provide a suitable alternative Artist subject to the Coon Rapids Arts
Commission’s approval. If the Coon Rapids Arts Commission cancels Artist(s) performance
without good cause, the maximum recovery by Artist(s) will be the total amount of
compensation authorized under Section 10 of this contract. Good cause will include, but not
be limited to, failure of the Artist(s) to comply with the provisions of this contract, riots or
other similar actions which threaten personal safety, and inclement weather or other acts of
God. The Arts Commission may, but is not obligated to, relocate or reschedule any
performance that, for any reason, cannot be held as provided for in this contract.

The Artist(s) may, at its option, sell recordings and other promotional material in a designated
area during the Artist(s) performance, and for 30 minutes following the end of the final
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performance of the event, retaining all proceeds associated therewith.

18. The Coon Rapids Arts Commission requires, as a condition of this Agreement, that Artist(s)
and accompanying guests refrain from carrying firearms while on City property.

19. Artist or group is prohibited from promoting religious or political ideologies.

20. The agreement will be governed and construed in accordance with the laws of the State of
Minnesota. This agreement constitutes the entire Agreement between the Parties.
