3. GREEN EXPO UPDATE

City staff gave an update on vendors signed up, as of tonight’s meeting we have 4 open booths at the expo. LED
boards have been created and are up and running. Copies have been printed and will be delivered to schools the
week of April 22, to be sent home the week of April 28. Anoka Henn., Spring Lake Park, and Centennial school
districts will all be delivered to, along with many of the private schools. Give a ways have been delivered, re-usable
bags, and water conservation kits that were purchased through a grant through the Coon Creek Watershed Dist. The
shuttle bus has been confirmed and paid for by the Coon Rapids Community Strength Foundation and will run from
Coon Rapids City Hall to the NSC. Planning is on schedule. Initiations will be sent to the City Councils of Blaine
and Coon Rapids as well as County Commissioners and City Managers.

A local resident, Marcia Baudino has an average Coon Rapids
sized lot and has transformed her yard into a food producing paradise. She has permanent raised beds in her
backyard to grow annual vegetables, a permaculture (permanent agriculture) landscape producing food in the front
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yard and 115 fruit bushes (arctic kiwi, blueberries, currants, lingonberries, wintergreen and more). Using food she
grows and some purchased at the local farmers markets; Marcia fills 4 freezers with meals each season that sustain
her family year round. Marcia will share her story, present photos of her yard and send you home with tips and
resources to help you get started in your own yard.
