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Introduction

The City of Coon Rapids is a community of approximately 62,000 residents, which is located along the
Mississippi River about 12 minutes north of Minneapolis.

The City of Coon Rapids has been a leader in sustainable and innovative practices for decades and
continues to strive to meet the changing needs of our residents. Coon Rapids is a largely developed city
with a large amount of residential property, commercial property and redevelopment areas. With
specific goals of redevelopment and innovation, our City has looked for ways to integrate sustainable
practices in every new building, project and development. These goals and policies are supported by City
Council, City staff, citizen advisory commissions and residents, which is illustrated by our success.
Sustainability in Coon Rapids encompasses three key areas: environmental, social and economic
sustainability. We realize these aspects are not mutually exclusive, but rather reinforce and support
each other, which is why we continue to pursue sustainable goals with these three key areas in mind.

Environment

Sustainability in Coon Rapids has always had a focus on our physical environment, natural resources,

energy use, land management and waste reduction. Many existing programs and initiatives allow our
City to protect and improve our environment and creates a sustainable future well beyond our city’s

borders. The comprehensive practices the City has put in place illustrate the fact that Coon Rapids is

inventive and strives to be at the cutting edge of new sustainable programs.

Minnesota GreenStep City

In March 2014, Coon Rapids became part of the MN GreenStep Cities program as a Step 1 City. This
voluntary challenge, assistance, and recognition program has helped the City of Coon Rapids recognize
and acknowledge its sustainability goals. The program consists of 29 Best Practices in various areas of
sustainability with specific criteria to gain credit for each. By participating in this program, Coon Rapids
has identified past and current practices related to various aspects of City and community sustainability.
Currently, the City has completed 13 of the 29 Best Practices in the GreenStep framework, qualifying
Coon Rapids as a Step 2 City. This program has also allowed our City to compare ourselves to
neighboring cities, and utilize valuable resources such as City ordinances, best practices and more. Coon
Rapids is very proud of its completed actions, and has utilized the program to determine areas where
the City would like to improve in the future. Below is a brief outline of the 13 Best Practices Coon Rapids
has already completed.

1) Pollution prevention or cleanup

Stormwater Management

The City of Coon Rapids has been innovative in the practice of stormwater management by adopting
Minimal Impact Design Standards (MIDS) into its surface water management ordinance. MIDS
represents the next generation of stormwater management in Minnesota, and Coon Rapids has been
one of the first communities in the state to adopt this innovative design standard. The focus of MIDS is
on keeping the raindrop where it falls in order to minimize stormwater runoff and pollution and to
preserve natural resources. MIDS employs a Low Impact Development (LID) approach in choosing and
defining Best Management Practices (BMPs) for stormwater management in new and redevelopment
projects. Additionally, MIDS includes Flexible Treatment Options that account for site and land




constraints, while requiring a contractor or developer to meet minimum treatment goals to the
maximum extent practical.

In 2015, the City of Coon Rapids partnered with a site developer of a new SuperAmerica gas station
store to construct Tree Boxes that filter and treat stormwater from a new road that was constructed as
part of the site development. The Tree Boxes are a MIDS low impact development option, which
accommodate and treat the volume of a 10-year storm event. Installation of Tree Boxes removed a
requirement to construct hundreds of feet of concrete pipe, and a new stormwater pond, which
increased the develop-able area of the site.

Numerous rain gardens, filtration, and infiltration basins have been installed on site developments over
the past several years, as the City works with private property owners to better manage their
stormwater. The City provides up to a 75% reduction in its stormwater utility fees for large private
property owners that demonstrate an improvement in stormwater management on their site, and
provide an operations and maintenance plan to continue their best management practices.

The City of Coon Rapids is located entirely within the Coon Creek Watershed District (CCWD). The City
and the CCWD work closely together to promote water quality in the permit review process for new and
redevelopment projects. The City regularly partners with the CCWD in the development of stormwater
related educational content for the City's quarterly citizen newsletter and watershed projects for
residents as part of the annual Green Expo, an event that promotes ideas for sustainable living.

The City of Coon Rapids, the Coon Creek
Watershed District, and the Anoka
Conservation District work together each
year to install approximately 12 rain
gardens in Coon Rapids. Most often, these
rain gardens are installed on private
property, where homeowners agree to
care and maintain the garden for at least
10 years. The agencies work together to
determine locations where rain gardens
will have the most impact in reducing
sediment, nitrogen, and phosphorous
loadings into nearby creeks and streams.
These rain gardens have proven to be very
successful, and most remain well-cared for long after their initial installation. Many residents who were
at first skeptical of rain gardens, now regard them as an amenity in many neighborhood areas. In
addition, the City has installed numerous rain gardens in its parks and right-of-ways over the years, and
continues to review additional locations where rain gardens could be beneficial for stormwater
management. City staff are committed to caring for and maintaining rain gardens installed in the City
parks system.




2) Natural resource use and conservation
Recycling

Coon Rapids is very proud of the practices related to recycling and solid waste reduction in our city, and
we continue to be a leader within Anoka County. We strive to make recycling convenient and simple
throughout our community. All residents in Coon Rapids are required to have curbside single sort
recycling along with their trash service, making it easy and convenient. Our city has an open-hauling
system where residents can choose from five licensed haulers for their trash and recycling pick up.
Recycling service is required for all multi-unit dwellings within the city as well. The city is zoned for trash
and recycling pick up in order to reduce truck traffic in neighborhoods, and to keep our streets better
maintained. Within our extensive parks and trails system, there are recycling containers available during
the operational months, and recycling is encouraged at all City events.

The Coon Rapids Recycling Center provides several recycling options that cannot be done curbside,
which is a draw for people who want to recycle more than what curbside allows. The facility is open to
all residents of Anoka County. The Recycling Center is open five days a week and provides options for
problem materials such as carpet, tires, fluorescent bulbs, scrap metal, as well as plastics, cardboard and
more. Staff bale many of the materials, which increases their value for end markets. The City also
promotes various reuse programs based on resident demand including coupons, packing materials, and
egg cartons. The egg cartons go to a local farmer in the area. On average, about 130 cars come through
the site daily during the week. Staff works to constantly educate residents about proper recycling
techniques, share information about new items accepted and offer general guidance. Other special
events are held throughout the year including appliance, electronic and mattress recycling, and paper
shredding. These events are highly attended with an average of 550 cars coming to the site for each
event. This convenient option for residents has increased recycling rates, and provided options for items
that are often difficult to dispose of properly. The City, as well as its residents, is very proud of the
recycling facility, and the options and education it provides. Staff hear many positive comments about
the facility from users who are happy to keep items out of the waste stream.

Organics Recycling

Providing residents with new recycling options continues to
be a goal for Coon Rapids. In 2013, Coon Rapids added
Organics Recycling to the resident drop-off facility. The
program includes recycling options for all food waste, non-
recyclable paper, and other compostable items. Coon Rapids
was the first city in Anoka County to provide organics
recycling options for its residents. Since then, roughly 300
households have signed up for the program to drop off their
organics at our facility. Approximately 19,500 pounds of
organics were recycled in 2014, and 41,360 pounds in 2015. The City continues to look for new ways to
get organics out of its waste stream.
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Throughout 2015, Coon Rapids Recycling staff worked to integrate Organics Recycling to other City-
owned buildings including Bunker Hills Golf Club and the Coon Rapids Ice Center. Both facilities now
collect organics, which is then taken to a commercial organics recycling facility. Each site also includes
containers for the public to use for organics recycling. This public-facing opportunity helps provide
additional education about organics to the users of the facilities and helps to make organics recycling
part of an everyday process within Coon Rapids. These sites will be used as models for other City
buildings, which will also begin the organics recycling process in the near future.

Walter’s Recycling and Refuse partnered with Coon Rapids to launch a curbside organics collection
program in the spring of 2015. This program allowed their customers to add organics to their curbside
trash cart, in specially designed compostable bags, which are later manually pulled out of the trash heap
at a Walter’s facility. The City provided a starter kit for residents including small bags and a kitchen
compost bucket. This program offers a very convenient option for recycling organics at home, and the
City plans to increase participation by offering its continued support.

Expanded Polystyrene Recycling

The Coon Rapids Recycling Center focuses on innovative solutions for hard to recycle items including
expanded polystyrene (also known as Styrofoam). For many years, Coon Rapids had partnered with
HOM Furniture (an area business) to send collected residential Styrofoam to be recycled at the business.
Due to overwhelming demand from residents, the City began investigating the purchase of its own
Styrofoam recycling machine. Through an enhancement grant from Anoka County, Coon Rapids was able
to purchase a machine in 2015 to grind and densify expanded polystyrene, which can then be reused to
make more Styrofoam. This unique machine is one of only a
few in the state, and the only municipal-owned machine in
the region. City staff are able to run the machine and
condense the Styrofoam as material is brought in. The
dense material is then shipped for processing along with
other recyclables from the site. By the City having its own
machine, it allows the Coon Rapids Recycling Center to
accept more Styrofoam, including material from area small
businesses. In 2015, the City recycled approximately 23,000
pounds of Styrofoam.

Minnesota GreenCrops

Coon Rapids was selected to be a host site for a Minnesota GreenCorps member in 2015-2016 to focus
on improving recycling in multi-unit dwellings within the City. Minnesota GreenCorps is a state-run
AmeriCorps program administered by the Minnesota Pollution Control Agency focused on
environmentally themed projects. Multi-unit buildings are notorious for having poor recycling programs
due to improper recycling facilities, lack of education about the subject to tenants and other barriers.
The City's GreenCorps member has been working to complete evaluations of all 59 multi-unit buildings
within the city, and provide tools to building managers for improving their recycling programs to help
them save money and also benefit the environment. The GreenCorps member has also been focusing on
existing reuse programs, and on recognizing successful programs.




Street Reconstruction

The City of Coon Rapids incorporates sustainability into all of its street reconstruction projects. The City
reconstructs approximately 7 to 8 miles of local and collector streets each year. With all projects, the
existing bituminous surface is reclaimed, recycled, and used for aggregate base below streets to be re-
paved. Excess reclaim material is stored and used as aggregate base for new trail projects, as well as to
assist in the repair of water-main breaks. All existing bituminous asphalt surfaces are 100% recycled for
re-use throughout the city during the reconstruction process.

Urban Forest

The Coon Rapids forestry department is committed to providing a healthy, sustainable urban forest to
benefit the entire city. Coon Rapids has qualified for the National Tree City USA award for over 35 years
thanks to a dedicated board, a community tree ordinance, financial support for an active comprehensive
community forestry program, and a city-wide observance of Arbor Day. Our City has adopted the
“Minnesota Tree Trust Best Practices” for planting the correct species of tree in the correct location to
ensure survival. Staff utilizes native trees when possible, and considers potential diseases such as Dutch
Elm Disease and Emerald Ash Borer when making decisions. Certified tree inspectors are available by
resident request to inspect trees, discuss pest control, pruning techniques, and proper planting at no
charge. Coon Rapids values a strong, healthy urban forest especially along boulevards and parks which is
highlighted in its Comprehensive Forest Management Plan.

Coon Rapids works to actively maintain disease control. The City has a buckthorn removal program
where residents can utilize City equipment at no charge for proper removal. Residents who remove
buckthorn from their yard can also arrange to have the City pick it up from their home at no charge for
proper disposal. Removal of this invasive species is a high priority throughout 2016. New techniques for
buckthorn removal include injecting herbicide shells into the tree directly, which is then absorbed by the
tree to kill it without harming surrounding plants.

To continue to encourage a thriving urban forest in our community, the City hosts a tree sale each year.
Several tree varieties are offered to residents at an affordable price. Some of the tree varieties include
flowering fruit trees and shrubs to encourage pollinators in Coon Rapids. The City's forestry department
provides residents with innovative solutions for the changing urban environment, which helps to create
a sustainable future for our natural environment.

Water

Coon Rapids operates two water treatment plants, and has
made innovative improvements to reduce water use and
save money. One area to reduce water use involves filter
cleaning. The process of cleaning the filters requires that
after a filter has head loss, it must be backwashed for
proper cleaning. In that process, water is run through the
filters backwards and that water is sent to a reclaim tank.
After a detention time, water off the top is reclaimed but
the bottom three feet is then sent to the Metropolitan




Council for treatment as waste water. Previously, the City put over 27 million gallons of water into the
sanitary sewer system through this process. Now, the water in the reclaim tank is not dumped as often -
only every two days. This technique has significantly reduced the amount of waste water sent to the
Met Council waste water treatment plant in St. Paul. The same rigorous testing on the water is
completed to ensure all requirements are met, and no changes were observed from the change the City
made to this process. City staff estimate this change in process will cut waste water totals by about one
third this year, and likely more in the future. This change in process has provided a large cost savings for
the City, and has helped cut down on the amount of water coming from Coon Rapids being treated by
Metropolitan Council Environmental Services.

Coon Rapids also works to educate residents about water conservation and encourage best practices
whenever possible. An odd-even sprinkling ban is in effect annually from June 1 through August 31 to
ensure water is not overused during the summer months. Water usage is based on a tiered system to
financially incentivize using less water for residents. Additionally, City staff work hard to educate the
public about why water conservation is so important for our environment, as well as to note the
financial benefits to residents.

Water Conservation in Parks

Park improvements in Coon Rapids always work to include water saving methods to reduce City water
consumption. High efficiency equipment including low-flow toilets and water-free urinals have been
installed in City park facilities to reduce water use. Stormwater is managed on site at Sand Creek Athletic
Complex, the largest park in the city, which was also part of park bond renovation work that occurred in
2015 (voters approved a park bond in 2013 which has allowed more money to be used for park
improvements). Native plant species are widely used at Sand Creek Park and several other City parks to
help conserve water use. Native plants also require less maintenance for City staff reducing mowing and
equipment use. Four City parks currently have rain gardens, which were installed in partnership with the
Coon Creek Watershed District. These gardens provide stormwater management, but also increase the
overall aesthetic appeal of our parks. A Boy Scout group installed a rain garden at Hoover School Park in
2015, which provided educational and environmental benefits. Water conservation continues to be a
high priority for the City, especially when incorporating new park improvements as part of the park
bond.

3) Energy efficiency
Minnesota B3 Benchmarking

As part of the Minnesota GreenStep Cities program and continued City improvements, Coon Rapids has
entered energy tracking data into Minnesota B3 Benchmarking: Buildings, Benchmarks, and Beyond.
Developed by the Minnesota Department of Commerce and Administration, the program allows public
building owners to easily manage energy consumption. B3 has allowed Coon Rapids to benchmark its
energy usage, comparing itself to similar sized cities with similar facilities. Through this program, the
City has received scores and reports to help understand the performance of its buildings. Currently 45
City-owned buildings are benchmarked in the program with at least two years of energy usage entered



from three utility companies. This information illustrates areas that need improvement, compares its
facilities to other similar buildings, and provides information on how City energy consumption changes
seasonally and annually.

Alternative Energy

The Coon Rapids Sustainability Commission has focused on alternative energy options for Coon Rapids,
and has worked to ensure viable options exist for interested residents. Due to the commission’s work,
the City of Coon Rapids adopted ordinances for both wind and solar energy. Coon Rapids has laid the
foundation to support alternative energy sources, and to actively support residents who choose these
options.

City Lighting

The Coon Rapids Streets Department has worked hard to make building and street lighting and traffic
control signals more energy efficient. Efficient streets and reduced car idling has been a priority for our
community and improvements have been made in coordination with street reconstruction projects. In
2014, Coon Rapids in partnership with Anoka County, received federal funding to purchase Centrax
Traffic Signal Monitoring software to monitor and optimize interconnected traffic signal systems. Fiber
interconnections are added to busier roadways during street reconstruction to ensure traffic signals
maximize efficiency. Most newly constructed traffic signals in the city have LED overhead luminaires to
reduce energy usage. Coon Rapids also has several solar powered cross walk signs located at high traffic
locations at City parks.

In 2009, Coon Rapids signed a “Detailed Engineering Study Agreement” with McKinstry to complete a
performance contract totaling over $800,000 for both electric and gas savings through implemented
Facility Improvement Measures in various City projects. This included exterior building improvements
via higher quality lighting which reduced energy consumption by 51%. Parking lot lighting systems were
also improved via new fixtures, which decreased annual exterior lighting consumption by 57%. This
study also included changing the timing of exterior lights, and adding motion sensors to reduce
consumption specifically at locations that do not need continuous overnight lighting.

Reducing energy consumption in City buildings is a priority in order to reduce costs and resource
consumption. Light motion sensors were installed in Coon Rapids City Hall and Public Works buildings to
reduce energy use in areas with little to no activity. This same type of sensor system was also integrated
into the HVAC systems in both buildings so that heat or air conditioning is not utilized unless the area is
occupied. New City systems including HVAC, aim for the highest efficiency models available. Coon Rapids
park improvements have also utilized energy efficient designs such as high performing windows and
insulation, high efficiency heating and cooling equipment and efficient outdoor lighting. Two recently
renovated parks now have LED lights in both interior and exterior areas. These initiatives reduce energy
use, and save money for the City long term.



Coon Rapids Ice Center

Built in 2010, the Coon Rapids Ice Center includes several energy efficiency measures to reduce costs
and resource use when possible. These measures include a high-efficiency boiler system. The waste
heat that comes off the refrigeration system in the building is reused to melt snow that’s removed from
the ice. Waste heat is also used to heat the Zamboni machine flood water. The Ice Center lobby and rink
were both designed to utilize natural sunlight via the use of large windows. These designs have reduced
heating costs for the building. Additionally, the lighting systems in both the lobby and rink are equipped
with sensors to
automatically adjust to
natural sunlight, which
further reduce energy use.
High ceilings and large
windows make this
building very bright and
inviting, which has helped
make it a perfect place for
many community
activities.
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Community

Although Coon Rapids is a larger suburb, the sense of community among residents is evident throughout
the city. As part of our City’s overall mission, there is a large focus on the well-being of all residents
ranging from young families to aging populations. We value their input, we offer many ways to connect
with residents and we place a high priority on public communication to keep people aware of what is
going on in their community. Focusing on these goals is key to sustaining our residents, businesses and
the livability of our city.

1) Education

City Communication

Coon Rapids uses several communication strategies (City newsletter, email marketing, social media,
website updates, cable television) to inform and educate residents about topics going on in their
community and about sustainable initiatives going on in the city. The City website underwent a major
upgrade in 2015, and now provides more resources and information to residents in a user-friendly
format, that is responsive on all electronic devices. Residents can find topical information, receive email
updates and alerts, navigate to online payment options and more with the new system. This link
between the City and its residents has allowed staff to provide education about various topics in a
timely manner.
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The Coon Rapids Connection Newsletter is published
quarterly, and mailed to homes with information on a
wide range of topics including city events and activities,
public safety updates, recycling information and more.

Coon Rapids also has an innovative community cable
television network which provides up-to-date information
about local events, community news and other

City Commissions

Coon Rapids has nine advisory boards and commissions with designated specialties which include arts,
charter, historical, parks and recreation, planning, safety and sustainability. All provide an outlet for
residents to give input and guidance in the city. The Sustainability Commission was created specifically
for topics related to Coon Rapids sustainability, ranging from water conservation and energy use to
recycling, finding more local food sources and more. This commission was a high priority for the City
Council to ensure Coon Rapids continues to be a leader in sustainable City practices. In 2014, the
commission published a Sustainability Report detailing current City practices that related to sustainable
living, as well as information that can help City officials plan and prepare for the future. Topics in the
report included forestry, trash & recycling, the annual Green Expo event, energy, water usage,
stormwater management and transportation. This extensive report has been beneficial to City staff and
residents, as a source for information, and will be updated continually to include changes and additional
information.

Sustainability Commission members help plan and promote the annual Green Expo event which draws
hundreds of people to the National Sports Center each year. Community workshops are planned by
commission members regularly and focus on wide ranging sustainability topics relevant to our
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community. These topics have included gardening tips and information for growing food at home,
winterizing your home to minimize heat loss, and energy conservation (more information on the Green
Expo can found on page 13 of this report).

In 2015, Coon Rapids also hosted a Fix-It Clinic to provide residents an opportunity to fix broken
household items rather than replace them. Community members loved this event as it reduced their
waste and didn’t require them to purchase something new. The Sustainability Commission is progressive
and continues to focus on new topics related to sustainability for residents. Most recently commission
members have been working with City staff on developing possible ordinance changes to allow backyard
chickens, native plants and pollinator-friendly landscaping. Members understand these new topics are
important to our community and provide options for sustainable practices at a residential level. The
ordinance changes are currently being drafted and are expected to be approved by City Council in 2016.
The Sustainability Commission serves as a vital tool for City staff and the City Council in the development
of new ordinances, policies and education related to sustainability.

Facility Tours

The Coon Rapids Recycling Center is open to all residents of Anoka County, and provides several
recycling options for items that cannot be recycled curbside. Many people have an interest in the
facility, so it is a place open to the public for tours. You can often find school groups, along with Girl
Scout and Boy Scout troops touring the facility to learn more about what can be recycled. Students are
invited to come in for a tour, learn about natural resource conservation, and the importance of
recycling. Tours are given throughout the year and are available to any local student groups that are
interested. This interaction allows students to learn more about recycling, ask questions, and see the
recycling process up close. Staff focuses on educating youth to promote a culture of recycling at a young
age. Coon Rapids staff are also actively involved with educating the public beyond the Coon Rapids
Recycling Center. Staff frequently presents information to various groups in the community such as
church groups, senior living communities and multi-family coalitions. This healthy connection to the
community allows City staff to educate others on the importance of recycling in the larger community. It
is also a great way to connect with residents on a personal level and answer questions, which ultimately
leads to more recycling in our City.

Coon Rapids Public Works also hosts an annual Open House. This event allows residents to tour the
facility and see equipment up close including plows, sweepers and other city fleet vehicles. Residents
can ask staff questions about public works activities and learn more about the services provided.
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Green Expo

The annual Green Expo event was created in
2010 to educate and bring sustainable
awareness to Coon Rapids residents. This
event is by far our largest and most
successful form of outreach each year, as it
brings a hands-on relaxed approach to all
things sustainable. The event focuses on
bringing together local government
agencies, non-profits, and businesses to
educate residents about sustainability
options in their community. Showcasing
local business sustainable practices,
products and services close to home is often overlooked. Therefore, event organizers make it a priority
to spotlight the practices of other businesses and showcase products and services of those in the
sustainability field. By engaging like-minded individuals to come to a large event such as the Green Expo,
it can inspire others to do more.

Each year dozens of local vendors provide information at the Expo about wide ranging sustainability
topics including water conservation, alternative energy, holistic health, reuse options, local food,
recycling, hazardous waste and more. This educational event is designed for the entire family and is free
to attend. Roughly 800 people attend each year (Coon Rapids residents along with residents from other
cities) to learn more about local sustainability topics, ask questions and engage with local businesses
and government agencies. This event continues to be a highlight for both residents and staff.

City staff utilizes local grants available through the Coon Creek Watershed District to provide specific
educational information about water conservation. Past grants have included do-it-yourself water
conservation kits for home use, make and take non-chemical cleaning spray, and this year we plan on
focusing on irrigation control. The City will provide grants to local families for the installation of rain
sensors on older irrigation systems, which helps monitor past and future water use.

The Green Expo began in 2010 as a City-run event, which quickly grew into a larger forum including
other organizations which meant we had a need for a larger facility. The event now includes a
collaboration with the neighboring City of Blaine and the National Sports Center event center. Adding a
sports facility to the partnership, has helped expand our audience, and add a successful "Gear Grab"
event. The “Gear Grab” allows residents to donate gently used sports equipment that can be used by
others in need of equipment. The “Gear Grab” has proved to be a great way for people to clear out their
closets, keep items from the trash, and allow other families the opportunity to reuse sports gear. More

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2) Safety
Public Works Staff Safety

Providing public works staff with resources to make their work environment safe has been a high
priority for Coon Rapids, making it highly ranked for safe working conditions and reduced injuries. Coon
Rapids utilizes Minnesota OSHA’s A Workplace Accident and Injury Reduction (AWAIR) program, and the
5- S Model for workplace organization - sort, set in order, shine, standardize and sustain. This has
created a culture of efficient, organized and well-maintained work and facilities which has directly
resulted in safer work conditions and reduced injuries for City staff. This program has become part of
the culture in public works and has sustained itself over many years, resulting in a significant reduction
of safety concerns previously reported from an average of 120/year to now roughly 10/year. The
program includes stretching techniques, proper protocol, health assessments, response procedures for
injury/chemicals and more. This sustainable model is beneficial for employee health, safe conditions for
workers and residents, and is financially advantageous for Coon Rapids.

Coon Rapids Police Department

The Coon Rapids Police Department works hard to make Coon Rapids one of the safest communities in
the country. The department is a 24-hour service agency handling over 38,000 calls each year. The Coon
Rapids Police Department maintains positive relationships with the public to ensure residents know
about issues in the community and report suspicious activity when necessary. Coon Rapids participates
in the Crime Free Multi-Housing program that works with property managers to keep drugs and illegal
activity out of their properties. The Police Citizens Academy is held every two years to educate the
public about the role of modern law enforcement. Social media updates and a monthly newsletter help
keep residents aware of crimes and crime prevention in the community. This type of active
communication between the police and residents helps to facilitate trust, which has made our
community safe over many years.

Heart Safe Community

Heart Safe Coon Rapids is another program our City is very proud of related to resident safety. This
innovative program ensures that automated external defibrillators (AEDs) are easily accessible
throughout the community. It also ensures the public is educated and trained to not only recognize the
signs of sudden cardiac arrest, but also in the use of hands-only CPR and AEDs. The Heart Safe Coon
Rapids initiative is working to reduce the number of sudden cardiac arrests that are fatal. The City’s
program has already trained over 10,000 people and has identified over 125 AEDs in public areas of
Coon Rapids. Organizers continue to train and

educate more residents each month. The program

has also received international attention as ” ear a e
organizer, Bryan Platz, was asked to train dozens h

of people in hands-only CPR and AED use in

Worcester England. The program continues to Coon Raplds

receive positive publicity and attention and
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several videos have been produced featuring the program itself and people who have been “saved” by
hands-only bystander CPR.

3) Enjoyment
Small Town Feel

Coon Rapids is located approximately 12
miles north of downtown Minneapolis in a
dense suburban area. Coon Rapids
continues to feel much like a small town
due to active volunteer organizations, tight
knit neighborhood communities, several
community events and recreation activities
and great schools. The City hosts activities
throughout the year to bring residents together, and
create a sense of place and community. These activities
include winter and summer concerts, movies in the parks,
our well-known 4% of July festivities (with some of the
best fireworks in the state) sporting leagues for kids and
adults, and a very active Senior Center. Coon Rapids offers a variety of activities and enjoyment for all
age groups. Night to Unite (formerly known as National Night Out) brings neighborhoods together with
City Police and Fire Department staff to educate residents about crime prevention, while strengthening
neighborhood spirit. In 2015, over 100 block parties were registered within the city.

Parks and Facilities

Since 1959, Coon Rapids has incorporated natural and open space
areas for public use in the city, and continues to successfully provide
outdoor recreational space to residents today. Coon Rapids has 48
parks and over 42 miles of trails which provide access to natural areas,
wildlife, parks and business areas. Various amenities including picnic
shelters, playgrounds, skate parks and trails offer recreational
opportunities that make our parks system enjoyable for everyone in
the community. In 2013, a Park Bond was approved by voters in the
amount of $17.4 million. Numerous City park projects have and will be
upgraded within the next few years. This includes smaller
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neighborhood parks, as well as a larger athletic complex in the City. These projects benefit the larger
community, and provide opportunities for outdoor recreational enjoyment for all.

Coon Rapids parks are designed for the enjoyment of
residents of all ages due to the ease of access, and
variety of facilities. Park updates at Riverview Park, for
example, included a reduction in light pollution to area
residents who live near the park. Sediment and erosion
control are carefully managed during all construction
projects. New park projects also include building re-use
and renovations. Trails and parks are located in areas
with easy access to public transportation. A complete
system of bike paths and walking trails further increase
connections to park facilities. Four parks in the city
were also designed to provide outdoor space for social
interaction, and opportunities for outdoor physical activity, making Coon Rapids a more livable and
enjoyable city for all residents.

In addition to the City's expansive parks system, Coon Rapids is home to a newly constructed Ice Center
which hosts various activities including hockey classes and tournaments, ice skating classes, yoga
classes, a weekly Farmers Market event and other community events. This facility has become a central
location in the City for events including the annual 4™ of July celebration. Coon Rapids is also home to
the most successful municipally operated golf course facilities in the County - Bunker Hills Golf Club.
Bunker Hills Golf Club attracts visitors for golf outings, indoor simulation, upscale dining, events and
more. The facility is also home to the Minnesota Golf Hall of Fame as well as the Minnesota PGA offices.

Summer in the City Neighborhood Meetings

The Summer in the City Neighborhood meetings allow City Council and City staff an opportunity to
interact with city residents, in a casual manner, four times each year. The meetings are held at four
different parks in the city. The event provides a chance for residents to meet their council members and
talk directly with City staff about projects going on in specific neighborhoods, as well as throughout the
city. Fire trucks, police cars, public works equipment and other displays from various City departments
are also part of the event. Kids love seeing the police cars and climbing up on the public works tractors.
The meetings are convenient for residents, by reducing the travel needed for residents to meet with
staff. The events also utilize outdoor space and create a sense of community among residents.

4) Livability

Building a strong sense of community is a major priority for Coon Rapids through community activities,
parks and trails, development/redevelopment, transportation options and more. Coon Rapids strives to
be a great place to live, work, do business, and spend free time. Providing a wide range of housing
options here is a high priority for the City Council. When new projects or redevelopment projects are
researched, staff and council look to affordable and market rate housing as a component of a building
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plan. A diverse style of housing in the city allows Coon Rapids to be an affordable, sustainable and high
quality place to live, one of the highest quality livable cities in the Twin Cities metro area.

Farmers Market

In 2015, Coon Rapids started a successful Farmers Market after much discussion and demand from
residents. Local food has become a hot topic in recent years and our City makes every effort to provide
new and alternative options to meet the increasing demand. Coon Rapids partnered with the Anoka
County Grower’s Association to run the market from mid-July through mid-October. In its first year,
there were ten local vendors offering local foods, and on average, 300 people attended the events
weekly. The Farmers Market was held at the Coon Rapids Ice Center, a convenient central location in the
city, which proved to be an easy and accessible location for people whether walking or traveling by bus
or car.

Trails and Sidewalks

Over the past few years, the City has had a goal of
redeveloping many of its parks and trails thanks to a
voter approved referendum in 2013. The newly
redeveloped parks feature best management practices
for stormwater management including on-site filtration
and infiltration basins. Many of the new parks also
feature native and pollinator plantings in a portion of
the green space. A major component of the referendum
was the construction of several miles of new trails and
to add connections to portions of trails that already
existed. These trails are handicap accessible, and can be
used by both pedestrians and bicycles, which allows additional transportation options for people who
don’t want to use a vehicle. City staff have worked to leverage referendum dollars by applying for state
and federal grants to pay for a portion of the trail design and construction costs. Receiving the grant
money has helped to supplement the voter-approved referendum dollars, which helps to stretch the
money further. The City now has over 42 miles of paved trails which allows for connections to parks,
neighborhoods, business districts and other areas of the city. The trails continue to be a favorite amenity
among residents that enhances their quality of life.

The City reconstructs approximately seven to eight miles of streets each year as part of an on-going
aggressive street maintenance program. As part of this process, staff reviews where new concrete
sidewalks can be feasibly constructed. Approximately four miles of new sidewalks have been
constructed over the past few years with this program, which further contributes to the walk-ability of
city neighborhoods. Staff regularly meet to review trail and sidewalk gaps in an effort to determine the
best and most economical way to connect these locations.
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Livability through Transportation

Coon Rapids’ Comprehensive Plan identifies several goals and policies related to transportation, transit
and bicycle/pedestrian facilities. All of these items support and promote improved community livability
and reduce the need for vehicles. One area of focus is the safe movement of traffic through the
community, which includes developing traffic patterns that keep commercial and industrial traffic out of
residential neighborhoods. Coon Rapids works with Anoka County and the Minnesota Department of
Transportation to keep traffic on arterial (main) streets, establish low speed limits when reasonable,
include traffic calming techniques (reduced curb radii, speed tables and bump-outs) and works towards
grade separated railroad crossings.

Efficient and safe trail and sidewalk systems are a high priority for our City to provide access to transit
stops, as well as parks and open spaces for residents of all ages. Trail development is included with
street construction projects, integrated with new subdivisions, and researched as part of partnerships
with adjacent municipalities to increase use by our residents. Coon Rapids has connectivity and block
length standards that provide frequent pedestrian crossing opportunities. Pedestrian access is required
within all commercial developments. Part of City redevelopment plans must include walkway
treatments that create a neighborhood-oriented, pedestrian-friendly environment by means of
sidewalks, bicycle trails/racks, outdoor spaces (plazas, patios, dining) and pedestrian-scale lighting, all
designed to enhance the pedestrian experience.

Coon Rapids is home to a MetroTransit Northstar
commuter rail station located near the Riverdale shopping
district, and provides a
convenient connection to the
Twin Cities metro area and
other communities in Anoka
County without the use of
personal vehicles. This area is
intended to promote a lively,
prosperous neighborhood
center making it an attractive place to live, work and shop

with less reliance on cars. This portion of Coon Rapids was developed to emphasize interconnectivity
and is easily accessible by walking, bicycling and transit use. Coon Rapids works with the Met Council to
achieve a regional policy goal to promote increased transit ridership by 50% by 2030. The City has also
promoted the development of the Northstar Foley Boulevard station, Ramsey Commuter Rail stations,
Northern Lights Express (NLX) station and park and ride stations which provide additional options for
mobility around our community.

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Economy

Financial stability for our City, businesses and residents are key aspects of economic sustainability. Coon
Rapids provides various programs to meet these needs for our community. Additionally, our City finance
department ensures the City budget is maintained in a way to provide financial security for the changing
needs of our community.

1) Economic Development

The City of Coon Rapids actively promotes economic development, especially within the redevelopment
areas of our community. Much of the city is already developed and largely residential. City plans for
future redevelopment projects need to meet the changing needs of our community and local
businesses, and also need to be designed and built in a sustainable manner to benefit our city.

Business Development Assistance

Coon Rapids offers free business consultations to new and expanding businesses through the Open to
Business program. Thanks to a partnership between Coon Rapids and the Metropolitan Consortium of
Community Developers (MCCD), businesses can access free resources to ensure success. Business
owners can meet with a business expert for one-on-one discussions on financing options, marketing
strategies, information on logistics of leasing or purchasing property and other business-related needs.
MCCD also provides direct financing and loans in partnership with banks and nonprofit lenders.
Economic sustainability is vital for the growth and success of our community and this program has
proven very beneficial.

Financial resources and incentives are also available to businesses to encourage economic development
in Coon Rapids. Loan programs include commercial/industrial funds for land, building, machinery and
equipment. The Coon Rapids Commercial Fix-Up Fund is available for renovations to exterior building
and site improvements as part of the redevelopment of our City. Significant commercial and industrial
development is also eligible for tax rebates and revenue bonds. Coon Rapids also provides resources for
other agencies that provide loans, discounts and funds relevant to our businesses.

In recent years Coon Rapids has been actively working on the Coon Rapids Boulevard Redevelopment
project to revitalize and encourage new development along the largest and most visible transportation
corridor located within our city. The Coon Rapids Boulevard Framework Plan was adopted in 2000 and
since that time, the City has acquired several properties, demolished buildings and cleaned up soil
contamination. The cleanup included contamination from a dry cleaning business and an illegal dump, as
well as asbestos from older buildings. Additional vapor sampling was done as part of an EPA brownfield
assessment grant a few years ago in the area and included verifying that any other plumes had not
affected the site. Part of this plan also included revised zoning regulations for the corridor to encourage
quality site and building design, which would provide sustainable growth for our city over the long-term.

Goals for this corridor also include improved safety and traffic flow for the livability of our residents. The
Comprehensive Plan outlines higher-density residential developments around community-oriented or
destination-oriented commercial, historical and recreational land uses, also contributing to city livability
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and enjoyment for residents. Over the past few years, several developments have been constructed
along the corridor based on this framework, and the area continues to see an upswing in new
development.

Homes for Generations

The Homes for Generations program in Coon Rapids was started in 2009 to demonstrate remodeling
options for older style homes to meet the needs of today’s families. Coon Rapids is a largely residential
community with older homes. Community redevelopment is a high priority for our City to ensure that
housing options continue to meet the needs of residents. The Homes for Generations program provides
grants to residents for large remodeling projects, resources for keeping costs low (including information
about local liquidators and re-use organizations) along with information about local architects. The
program has been incredibly successful, to not only show people how to remodel older homes, but to
inspire others to make remodeling changes to their own homes while keeping sustainability in mind. An
annual event showcases homes that have been remodeled through the program and continues to be
highly attended.

In 2011, one home remodel project focused completely on the design and incorporation of sustainable
techniques and products. The home remodel utilized energy efficient windows, dual flushing toilets,
motion detector light switches, marmoleum (compressed flax seed) flooring with cork backing, CFLs in
all fixtures, and the installation of rain barrels at gutter downspouts. There was also a focus on reuse
items including reclaimed wood, liquidated products including kitchen cabinets, tiles, wood for framing
and exterior shakes, and recycled paint from a local outlet. Items that were removed from the home
were made available to anyone who wanted them free of charge to further encourage reuse. This
remodel educated residents about green ideas and technologies, illustrating that they don’t look any
different or cost more to choose sustainably.
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This program illustrates a sustainable practice both financially through cost saving opportunities for
residents (by educating about reuse opportunities) and socially (by educating and offering grants) to
assist residents in improving their homes and enhancing their quality of life.

2) Financial

The City of Coon Rapids maintains financial stability through various policies and procedures to help
ensure the on-going viability of the City. The City Council’s Strategic Vision provides a foundation upon
which the budget is based which includes several key areas: transportation, community
development/redevelopment, housing/neighborhoods, quality of life, civic involvement, community
diversity and public safety. One of the key initiatives is Excellence in Government which is defined as a
formal strategic direction implemented and managed with excellence, operational efficiency, and with a
long term view of organizational and environmental sustainability. The Budget Development Process, as
outlined by the City Charter, describes the manner in which the annual budget is developed, monitored
and communicated.

The City of Coon Rapids received an Aal bond rating in 2015 from Moody's Investors Service. The Aal
rating means that its obligations are judged to be of high quality and are subject to very low credit risk.
To obtain the rating, Coon Rapids demonstrated a history of stable financial operations, compliant with
a formal policy that maintains 45% in reserves and ample alternative liquidity available. This simple
reserve policy assures that the City is disciplined when preparing the budget for the upcoming year since
expenditures for two years out are taken into consideration, eliminating short term budget solutions.
Coon Rapids has manageable debt levels and tax rates comparable to other Twin City metro suburbs.
The City's enterprise funds generate sufficient revenues to cover costs and long-range master plans have
set the course for major infrastructure improvements and funding. This stable financial operation allows
our city to remain sustainable to meet the needs of our community.
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Conclusion

The City of Coon Rapids continues to implement several initiatives to ensure sustainability in our
community. Support to City staff and commissions has been consistently provided by elected officials
and senior management, contributing to the success of all the practices. From building projects and
water conservation to a robust recycling center available to the public, the City is dedicated to
sustainability. City programs are wide-ranging including the three pillars of environmental, social and
economic sustainability. Coon Rapids strives to lead by example for our community and aspires to
continue to improve upon sustainable practices in the future.

INTRODUCTION

In February 2015, Coon Rapids was awarded a grant by the Minnesota Office of Traffic Safety (OTS) to
fund a full-time officer to enforce DWI laws. The grant was authorized for up to four fiscal years but will
be funded one year at a time. The OTS notified Coon Rapids that they have approved funding for the
position through 2017 to a maximum of $120,350.00 for salary and DWI conference registration

fees. Council is asked to adopt a resolution to accept the grant through 2017.

DISCUSSION

The Minnesota Office of Traffic Safety DWI officer will work peak nights and times when drinking and
driving occurs. The eight counties with the most impaired-related deaths or serious injuries were chosen
as being eligible for grant funds. The eight counties are Anoka, Dakota, Hennepin, Olmsted, Otter Tail,
Ramsey, St. Louis and Stearns. The grant is funded by the National Highway Traffic Safety
Administration (NHTSA).

The total length for the DWI Officer grant is expected to be for four years beginning in 2015. However,
grants will be written for one federal fiscal year at a time. The 2017 federal fiscal year ends September 30,
2017. The Coon Rapids Police department has developed a work plan and budget approved by the OTS.
The award covers a full-time sworn officer's salary, fringe benefits, court costs and a squad car with
necessary equipment to enforce traffic laws. The squad car operating costs, uniforms and weapons are not
covered by the grant.

The grant is federally funded by NHTSA with impaired driving funds. Federal guidelines require this
money be spent on projects to reduce DWI incidents. Because of this, both the officer and the majority of
equipment can only be funded for the enforcement of laws prohibiting driving while impaired. If the
officer is called to or responds to an incident other than an alcohol-related driving offense, the time spent
on non DWI related enforcement exceeding 15 successive minutes must be paid for by the agency.
Progress reports will be required to be made to the MN Office of Traffic Safety.

Accepting the grant required the authorized strength of the police department to be raised from 64 to 65

sworn officers. Once the grant funds are discontinued, the authorized strength of the department will
return to 64 officers through retirement or attrition.

RECOMMENDATION




Staff recommends approving Resolution 16-103 Authorizing the Continuation of a 2015 Agreement with
the MN Office of Traffic Safety Accepting a Grant to Fund a Full-time Officer through September 30,
2017.

BUDGET IMPACT:
The DWI officer has already been included in the 2017 Budget, both revenue and cost.

INTRODUCTION

Council is asked to consider a resolution for the imposition and collection of fees in the Creek
Meadows II Owners Association Housing Improvement Area.

DISCUSSION

The ordinance establishing the housing improvement area was adopted by Council on June 7,
2016. Under state law, the owners of the residential units then had 45 days in which to file
objections to that ordinance. If objections had been received from owners of 45% or more of the
residential units the ordinance would be void.

After the 45 day period has passed with the City receiving no objections, the Creek Meadows I1
Homeowner's Association obtained quotes from various contractors. The contractors have now
been selected so the final cost is available and the City can proceed with the next step of the
process, the imposition of the fee. The cost of the improvements amounts to $1,007,554.00. This
includes replacement of the siding, gutters, windows, doors, concrete aprons, sidewalks,
landscaping, remove and replace curb and gutters and prep all driveways for paving of the seven
of the buildings. With the City's standard assessment fee, the total cost is $1,031,735.30.

In accordance with the ordinance establishing the area, the costs are proposed to be spread equally
among the 44 residential units in the Creek Meadows I Owners Association Housing
Improvement Area and the fees are to be spread over a period of 15 years. The propose interest
rate of 2.92% is consistent with the current rate for special assessments. The amount of the fee to
be levied against each of the units is proposed to be $23,448.53.

The fees will be collected annually along with taxes although they may be paid in full at any
time. Any fees paid in full within 30 days of the adoption of the resolution will not be subject to
interest. Thereafter, interest is charged from the date of the resolution. If payment is received
after November 19th in any year, interest is charged through December 31st of the Following
year. This is all in accordance with the City's assessment policy.

Like the ordinance, State law provides that a resolution imposing the fee may be vetoed within 45



days after its adoption by the owners of 45% or more of the housing units. For this reason, the
City should not take the risk of committing to the project until those 45 days have elapsed, or until
the owners of at least 55% of the units have committed in writing not to object to the fee.

The statutes required that before a resolution imposing the improvement fees can be adopted, the
Association must submit a financial plan demonstrating that future maintenance and capital
improvements in the area can be accomplished by the Association. Such a plan has been
presented and reviewed by the City's Finance Director. The plan indicates that through increases
in monthly assessments and proper scheduling the Association should be able to maintain the
existing improvements as well as make future capital improvements that may be needed.

On September 7, 2016, the public hearing for this matter was opened. Several residents had
comments or questions regarding the project and/or assessment. The public hearing was then
continued to allow for notice to published in the newspaper.

RECOMMENDATION
1. Hold public hearing; and

2. Adopt Resolution 16-91 imposing improvement fees in the Creek Meadows II Owners
Association Housing Improvement Area and providing for the collection of those fees.

WHEREAS, the City of Coon Rapids expects to reimburse all or a portion of the housing
improvement expenditures with the proceeds of debt to be incurred by the City; and

WHEREAS, the above stated amount will be the maximum to be assessed. Should the project
come in at a lesser amount, the refund will be applied to the outstanding assessment. In
the event that the assessment has been paid in its entirety, the refund will be mailed to the
owner of property tax record unless the City had been notified upon payment who will be
responsible for the refund, should there be one.

WHEREAS, this declaration is made pursuant to Section 1.102-18 of the Income Tax
Regulations of the Internal Revenue Service.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of Coon Rapids, Minnesota:

1. Such imposed improvement fees, a copy of which is attached hereto as Exhibit A and
made a part hereof, shall constitute the fees imposed against the lands named herein to be
collected at the same time and in the same manner as provided for the payment and collection of
ad valorem taxes under authority of Minn. Stat. " "428A.05, 428A.14, and 428A.15, and each
tract of land herein included is hereby found to be benefitted by the proposed improvement in the
amount of the assessed fee levied against it.

2. Such improvement fees shall be payable in equal annual installments extending over a
period of fifteen years from the first Monday in January, and shall bear interest at the rate of
2.92% per annum from the date of adoption of this resolution. The total amount of the fifteen



year assessed fees is $1,031,735.30.

3. The owner of any property so assessed may, at any time prior to the certification of
the assessed improvement fees to the Director of the Anoka County Records and Taxation
Division but no later than November 14, 2016, pay the whole of the assessed fees on such
property, with interest accrued to the date of payment to the City Treasurer, except that no
interest shall be charged if the entire assessed fee is paid within 30 days from the adoption of this
resolution; and the owner may, at any time thereafter, pay to the City Treasurer the entire amount
of the assessed fees remaining unpaid. Such payment must be made no later than November
14th or interest will be charged through December 31st of the next succeeding year.

4. The City Clerk shall forthwith transmit a certified duplicate of this assessed
improvement fee to the County Property Records and Taxation Division to be extended on the
property tax list of the County, and such assessed fees shall be paid over in the same manner as
other municipal taxes.

INTRODUCTION

The applicant is requesting City Council approval of Resolution 16-99 changing the land use
designation of certain property from High Density Residential to Office. The applicant is also
proposing a corresponding zone change to Office.

DISCUSSION
Background

The applicant is requesting a change to the land use designation from High Density Residential to
Office. The site is currently home to Spirit of Grace Church. The site is approximately two acres
in size. It is bounded by Woodcrest Park on the north and west, Woodcrest Drive and a lumber
yard on the east and 101st Avenue and single family residences on the south.

Spirit of Grace Church was granted a conditional use permit in 2001. The property at that time
was zoned and guided High Density Residential. In July 2004, the site plan for the church was
approved. Since that time, the church's membership has grown as has the need for additional
space. The 50% impervious surface coverage in the High Density Residential district does not
allow them to expand. The lot coverage requirement in the Office district is measured differently,
it is based only on building coverage and does not include parking and driveways.

Analysis

The description of the Office land use designation is predominantly administrative, professional
or clerical services including medical clinics. It may include limited commercial uses generally
compatible with adjacent residential uses. The description of the High Density Residential
designation is multi-family housing, including apartment buildings and condominiums, at a gross
density of 7 to 30 units per acre.

Proposed Office

The proposed Office land use designation better reflects the the current use of the property
and potential reuse of the site. Because of its size and shape, the current and future uses will



likely be institutional or a small office. Both of which fall within the intent of the Office land use
designation. The site provides a buffer between the adjacent single family neighborhood and the
General Commercial district on Woodcrest Drive.

The proposed land use amendment is consistent with the following goals of the Comprehensive
Plan:

1. It will maintain a complete and balanced neighborhood by including a variety of supporting
commercial development. The proposed Office designation will offer opportunities
supporting commercial/office and institutional uses.

2. Maintain a climate that encourages redevelopment and ongoing business activity. The
proposed Office designation promote the retention and expansion of existing businesses and
attraction of new businesses. It will allow the existing use to expand and broaden the
opportunity for future redevelopment

The attached narrative provided by the applicant offers additional reasons why the proposed land
use amendment is appropriate.

High Density Residential

The same reasons that make this site appropriate for the Office land use designation make it
difficult to develop as high density residential. The parcel's shape, size and the high density
residential development standards limits the development potential. Even though the site is
bounded by a city park on one side, it is across the street from property that has a General
Commercial land use designation that includes a large lumber yard. The proximity to the
commercial uses decreases it's desirability as a high density housing site.

Planning Commission Meeting

At the Planning Commission meeting held on August 18th, no one spoke at the public hearing.
The Commission voted unanimously to recommend approval of the proposed land use change.

RECOMMENDATION

In Planning Case 16-18, the Planning Commission recommends approval of Resolution 16-99
approving the amendment to the City's Comprehensive Land Use Plan to change the land use
designation from High Density Residential to Office, based on the following:

1. The proposed comprehensive land use amendment is compatible with the adjacent
comprehensive land use designations and land uses.

2. The proposed comprehensive land use amendment will not have an adverse impact on the
adjacent properties.

3. The proposed comprehensive land use amendment is supportive of the Comprehensive Land
Use Plan Land Use Chapter's goals for the City, including maintaining a complete and
balanced neighborhood by including a variety of supporting commercial development and
maintaining a climate that encourages redevelopment and ongoing business activity.

10110 Woodcrest Drive NW

Spirit of Grace Church purchased the land located at 10110 Woodcrest Drive Northwest
in December of 2001. In October of 2004 they began to build their church on this
property. With much excitement and anticipation, the congregation moved into the
new building in the spring of 2005. Since then, Spirit of Grace has continued to grow and
is currently looking to expand their building on this site.

The property is currently zoned High Density Residential and the existing conditions are
almost meeting the 50 % impervious factor. Therefore, the new addition would exceed
this site requirement. Spirit of Grace Church is requesting a change in the Zoning
Classification to be Commercial / Office district. Directly to the east are numerous
properties classified as Commercial / Office district, therefore it seems reasonable to
consider this property to be re-zoned.

INTRODUCTION

The applicant is requesting approval of Ordinance 2178 approving a zone change of certain
property from High Density Residential to Office. The applicant is also proposing a
corresponding land use amendment to Office.

DISCUSSION
Background

The applicant is requesting a zone change from High Density Residential to Office. The site is
currently home to Spirit of Grace Church. The site 1s approximately two acres in size. It is
bounded by Woodcrest Park on the north and west, Woodcrest Drive and a lumber yard on the
east and 101st Avenue and single family residences on the south.

Spirit of Grace Church was granted a conditional use permit in 2001. The property at that time
was zoned and guided High Density Residential. In July 2004 the site plan for the church was
approved. When the church purchased the site there was no need to rezone it because churches
were a conditional use in the High Density Residential district. The church was also able to
comply with the development criteria for that district. Since that time, the church's membership
has grown which is prompting the need for additional space. The 50% impervious surface
coverage in the High Density Residential district does not allow them to expand. The lot coverage
requirement in the Office district is measured differently, it is based only on building coverage
and does not include parking and driveways.

The property has been zoned High Density Residential since 1985. At that time, most of the
adjacent park and the property along Highway 10 was also zoned High Density Residential. In
1986 the area between Woodcrest Drive and Highway 10 was rezoned to General Commercial.
The property west of Woodcrest remained High Density Residential. In 1987 the City, as part of a
land swap, received what is now the southern part of Woodcrest Park. The new parkland was
rezoned from High Density Residential to Conservancy. The subject parcel was not included in
the swap and was left as High Density Residential.

Analysis



The stated intent of the Office zoning district is to buffer residential districts from arterial streets
or from General and Community Commercial districts and is generally compatible with adjacent
residential uses. The intent of the High Density Residential designation is to provide housing at
high densities and at the same time offer amenities for individual family living.

Proposed Office

The proposed Office zoning better reflects the the current use of the property and and potential
reuse of the site. Because of the parcel shape and size (i.e. triangular, two acres in size) the
current and future uses will likely be institutional or a small office. Both of which fall within the
intent of the Office zoning district. The site provides a buffer between the adjacent single family
neighborhood and the General Commercial district on Woodcrest Drive.

Compatibility with the Comprehensive Plan

The proposed zone change is consistent with the following goals of the Comprehensive Plan:

1. It will maintain a complete and balanced neighborhood by including a variety of supporting
commercial development. The proposed Office designation will offer opportunities
supporting commercial/office and institutional uses.

INTRODUCTION

The applicant is requesting approval of Ordinance 2179 approving a zone change to change the
zoning of three properties from Office and High Density Residential to General Commercial. The
applicant is also proposing a corresponding land use amendment to General Commercial.

DISCUSSION
Background

Adjacent Land Uses

Adjacent land uses include a restaurant to the west, apartments and a single family home on the
north, an office building on the east and Coon Rapids Boulevard on the south. On the east the
properties are also bounded by a 30 foot wide strip that provides access to a home at 2380 108th
Avenue.

The applicant is requesting a change to zoning from Office and High Density Residential to
General Commercial. The proposal includes three lots.

2437 Coon Rapids Boulevard

This property is 30,000 square feet (.68 acres) and includes a 3500 square foot building. At the
current time, the building is fully occupied by the owner, an accounting company. The structure
has been modified over the years. The most recent modification was a second floor addition and
parking lot expansion in 1985. The property has been zoned Office since 1980.

The building complies with the current setback requirement for both the Office and General
Commercial districts. However, the parking does not comply with the current rear yard setback
requirement for either district; the required parking setback is 20' for both districts and 5' is
provided. Both districts also require a buffer yard between the development and the adjacent
apartment complex; the buffer is not provided.

2423 and 2405 Coon Rapids
These properties are 47,636 square feet (1.1 acre) and includes a 16,200 square foot building. The



building is currently partially occupied (one tenant leases about 1/3 of the building). The property
was granted a CUP for a 9700 square foot furniture store in 1995; in 1997 the owner received
approval for a 6500 square foot addition. These properties have also been zoned Office since
1980.

The building setback requirement for both the Office and General Commercial districts is 25 feet
from the apartment complex and 50 feet from the single family home. A 25 foot setback is
provided for the apartment complex and 30' for the single family home. Both districts also require
a buffer yard between the development and the adjacent apartment complex and single family
home. The Office district requires a 20' buffer between development and the adjacent apartment
complex and the single family home; the General Commercial district requires a 30' buffer
between both. Twenty-five feet is to provide for the apartment complex and 30' is provided for the
single family home.

Analysis

The stated intent of the Office zoning district is to buffer residential districts from arterial streets
or from General and Community Commercial districts and is generally compatible with adjacent
residential uses. The stated intent of the General Commercial zoning district is to encourage
businesses that do not belong in shopping centers, businesses that are highway-oriented, or tend to
service industries, other businesses, and residences.

Proposed General Commercial

The proposed General Commercial zoning better reflects the the current use of the property and
and potential reuse of the site. This site sits along one of the most heavily traveled corridors in the
city. The site is buffered from the apartments and single family house to the north by the existing
garages and a wooded area. Changing the zoning of these parcels to General Commercial is

an extension of the existing General Commercial district to the west. The applicant is not
proposing any changes to the site. The proposed zoning will allow better utilization of the
buildings.

Compatibility with the Comprehensive Plan

Goal of improving the appearance and function of Coon Rapids Boulevard

One of the ongoing discussions relating to the Boulevard is how does the City improve it's
commercial vitality. This proposed zone change from Office to General Commercial would lay
the groundwork for the revitalization of these sites. It would allow a more variety of uses.
Objective to curb the blighting characteristics along the Boulevard and eliminate under utilized
and obsolete land uses

By changing the zoning to General Commercial, this under utilized site can be in a position to be
an asset to the Boulevard.

Compatibility with the Coon Rapids Boulevard Framework Plan

The Framework calls out for the revitalization of obsolete, vacant and weak areas. By changing



the zoning to General Commercial, this site would be more attractive for potential users.

INTRODUCTION

The applicant is requesting City Council approval of Resolution 16-100 to change the land use
designation of three properties from Office to General Commercial. The applicant is also
proposing a corresponding zone change to General Commercial.

DISCUSSION

Background

The applicant is requesting a change to the land use designation from Office to
General Commercial. The proposal includes three lots.

2437 Coon Rapids Boulevard

This property is 30,000 square feet (.68 acres) and includes a 3500 square foot
building. At the current time, the building is fully occupied by the owner, an
accounting company. The structure has been modified over the years. The most
recent modification was a second floor addition and parking lot expansion in 1985.
The property has had a land use designation of Office since 1980.

2423 and 2405 Coon Rapids

These properties are 47,636 square feet ( 1.1 acre) and includes a 16,200 square foot
building. At the current time, the building is partially occupied (one tenant leases
about 1/3 of the building). The property was granted a CUP for a 9700 square foot
furniture store in 1995; in 1997 the owner received approval for a 6500 square foot

addition. These properties have also had a land use designation of Office since
1980.

Adjacent Land Uses

Adjacent land use include a restaurant to the west, apartments and a single family
residence on the north, an office building on the east and Coon Rapids Boulevard on
the south.



Analysis

The description of the Office land use designation is predominantly administrative,
professional or clerical services including medical clinics. It may include limited
commercial uses generally compatible with adjacent residential uses. The
description of the General Commercial land use designation is a broad range of
businesses, generally highway oriented, serving other businesses and City residents
and requiring buffering from surrounding residential areas.

Proposed General Commercial

The proposed General Commercial land use designation better reflects the the
current use of the property and and potential reuse of the site. This site sits along
one of the most heavily traveled corridors in the city. The site is buffered from the
apartments and the single family home to the north by the existing garages and by a
wooded area. Changing the land use designation of these parcels to

General Commercial is an extension of the existing General Commercial district to
the west. The applicant is not proposing any changes to the site. The proposed land
use designation and will allow better utilization of the buildings.

Compatibility with the Comprehensive Plan
Goal of improving the appearance and function of Coon Rapids Boulevard

One of the ongoing discussions relating to the Boulevard is how does the City
improve it's commercial vitality. This proposed land use amendment from Office to
General Commercial would lay the groundwork for the revitalization of these sites.

Compatibility with the Coon Rapids Boulevard Framework Plan
The Framework calls out for the revitalization of obsolete, vacant and weak areas.
By changing the land use designation to General Commercial, this site would be

more attractive for potential users.

Planning Commission Meeting

At the Planning Commission meeting held on August 18th, no one spoke at the
public hearing. The Commission voted unanimously to recommend approval of the
proposed land use amendment.



RECOMMENDATION

In Planning Case 16-20, the Planning Commission recommends the City Council approve
Resolution 16-100 approving the proposed land use amendment based on the following findings:
1. The proposed amendment is consistent with the Comprehensive Plan in that it promotes the
improved appearance and function of Coon Rapids Boulevard and will promote the
revitalization of an underutilized site.
2. The proposed land use amendment is compatible with the surrounding land use designations
and land uses.
. The proposed land use amendment would not have an adverse impact on the area.
4. The parcel fronts on a Coon Rapids Boulevard, which is a Class A Arterial Street.

INTRODUCTION

Staff is requesting the City Council adopt a no parking ordinance on both sides of Eldorado Street
NW from Coon Rapids Boulevard south to a distance of approximately 100 feet.

DISCUSSION

This proposal came about due to resident concerns regarding on-street parking in the area when
entering/exiting Eldorado Street NW at Coon Rapids Boulevard. The Traffic Review Committee
reviewed the area on July 12, 2016. On July 29, City staff sent a letter to area property

owners requesting feedback regarding the placement of No Parking signs on both sides of
Eldorado Street NW from Coon Rapids Boulevard south to a distance of approximately 100 feet.

Staff received one response on the matter. The property owner expressed concerns that nearby
apartment residents would lose necessary overflow parking space; staff explained the signage
would not extend south of the apartment's driveway entrance, which was acceptable to the
property owner.

An ordinance was introduced by Council on September 6, 2016. Council is now requested to
adopt the ordinance restricting parking on Eldorado Street NW.

RECOMMENDATION

Staff recommends the City Council adopt the ordinance restricting parking both sides of Eldorado
Street NW from Coon Rapids Boulevard south to a distance of approximately 100 feet.

INTRODUCTION

Council is being asked to approve budget amendments for the police department. The first is a
modification to the public works garage to hold forfeited vehicles and for evidence processing of
vehicles. The second authorizes technology improvements in the Emergency Operations Center,
the patrol work area and the police lobby. The Law Enforcement Programs Fund will pay for both
projects with no impact to the General Fund.

DISCUSSION

The police department is recommending a modification to the public works garage to expand and
improve the heated area to facilitate defensive tactics training of officers. This area will still be
used to process vehicles in evidence and to store forfeited vehicles. The project involves moving
a partition that exists in the garage, insulating and lighting the area and sealing the floor. The
project should not exceed $40,000.

The second project outfits the Emergency Operations Center, the patrol work area and the police
department lobby with technology at a cost not to exceed $60,000. The technology will consist of
interactive monitors, projection equipment and phone equipment.

Both projects will be paid out of the DWI Forfeiture Account (74600), which is funded through
the sale of vehicles forfeited by repeat drunk drivers and with the State and Local Forfeiture
Account (75000), which is funded through drug forfeitures. These proposed expenditures are
made in compliance with MSS 169A.63 and with MSS 609.5313. Both accounts are included in
the Law Enforcement Programs Fund.

RECOMMENDATION

Staff recommends authorization of Resolution 16-102 Amending the 2016 Law Enforcement
Programs Fund Budget.

INTRODUCTION

The City began a comprehensive well rehabilitation program following completion of a Water
System Master Plan in 2001. The initial phase of the well rehabilitation program included
rehabilitation of the City's 25 municipal wells, along with booster pumping systems at both
treatment plants. In 2011 we began a new 5-6 year well rehabilitation program, which focused
primarily on the wells and was completed this year. Staff has now established a more deliberate
and regimented 8 year rotation program whereby 3 wells and 1 booster pump will be rehabilitated
each year. Council is requested to accept the proposal from Short Elliot Hendrickson (SEH) and
authorize execution of the engineering services letter of engagement to continue the well and
pump rehabilitation program in 2017.

DISCUSSION

For the past several years, the City has contracted with SEH on numerous projects, including the
annual sanitary sewer lining program. The scope of services for the 2017 well rehab program was
developed by City staff, and continues our proactive approach to infrastructure maintenance. SEH
was one of three firms in the City's consultant pool that received a Request for Proposal (RFP) in
2016; they were selected based upon their project team, experience in the water distribution field,
and overall cost. The 2016 program went very well and staff would like to continue working with
them on the 2017 program.

Attached is the SEH proposal, combined with the City's letter of engagement form taken directly
from our Master Consulting Agreement. Continuing a regular rotation of rehabilitation of the
City’s 24 wells and nine booster pumps, 2017 will focus on Well Nos. 7, 12 and 18, and Booster
Pump No. 1 located at the West Water Treatment Plant. The scope of SEH's proposal includes
professional engineering design, bidding and construction administration, and inspections services.
